4 Things to Know About Jesus (The Good Shepherd):

1. The Good Shepherd PROVIDES for His sheep.

God’s Provision for Israel in the Desert:

They understood “Give me this day my daily bread ...”

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3 Kinds of People in Church:

1. Sheep
2. Goats
3. Wolves
