Three Filters to Run my Frustrations Through:
1) Am | Focused on GOD or PEOPLE?

Three Filters to Run my Frustrations Through:
2) Am | Focused on COMPLAINTS or CHARGES?

How long must | wrestle with my thoughts and
day after day have sorrow in my heart? How long will my enemy
triumph over me?

PAIN internalized turns to POISON.

Why are evil people so happy? You have planted them, and they
have taken root and prospered.

Three Filters to Run my Frustrations Through:
3) Am | Focused on TRUSTING or KNOWING?
