Objective: [1 minute] 
To understand that real evangelism is simply loving people enough to move into their lives, even when 
it’s costly.   
  
Theme Verse: [1 minute] 
Romans 6:6-8 
For we know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body ruled by sin might be done away 
with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin – because anyone who has died has been set free from 
sin. Now if we died with Christ, we believe that will will also live with him.  
  
Group Time:
